1-Narrated by Ahmad in "Al-Musnad", 29/596, no. 18056, and the verifiers of "Al-Musnad" said: “Its chain of narration
is Sahth (authentic).” Also narrated by At-Tabardni in "Al-Mu‘jam Al-Kabir", 3/20, no. 2524, with the wording: “O Allah,
do not disgrace me on the Day of Judgment, and do not disgrace me on the Day of Distress.”

6- Allahumma inni a‘Gdhu bika min *ilmin la yanfa*, wa ‘amalin la yurfa‘, wa qalbin la yakhsha*, wa qawlin la yusma-.
7-Narrated by Al-Bukhari, no. 6363. Anas (may Allah be pleased with him) said: “I used to serve the Messenger of Allah
(#) whenever he settled, and I would often hear him say: O Allah, I seek refuge with You...”

8- Alldhumma inni a‘tidhu bika min al-hammi wal-hazan, wal-*ajzi wal-kasal, wal-bukhli wal-jubn, wa dala* ad-dayn, wa
ghalabat ar-rijal.
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“0 Allah, 1 seek refuge with You from the punishment of Hellfire,
and I seek refuge with You from the punishment of the grave, and 1
seek refuge with You from the trials, both the apparent and hidden,
and I seek refuge with You from the trial of Ad-Dajjal
(Anti-Christ).” "

“O Allah, I ask You for martyrdom in
Your cause.”

“O Allah, forgive me. O
Allah, on the Day of
Judgment, place me above
many of Your creation
among mankind. O Allah,
forgive my sin and grant
me an honorable entrance
on the Day of Judgment.”

I-Narrated by Muslim, no. 2867, and it includes: “Seek refuge with Allah from the punishment of Hellfire”..., [seek refuge
with Allah from the punishment of the grave...] to the end.

2-Allahumma inni a‘fidhu bika min ‘adhab an-nar, wa a‘tdhu bika min ‘adhab al-gabr, wa a‘tdhu bika min al-fitani ma
zhahara minha wa ma batan, wa a‘idhu bika min fitnat ad-dajjal.

3-Narrated by Muslim, no. 1909, adapted from the saying of the Prophet (#): “Whoever sincercly asks Allah for
martyrdom, Allah will make him reach the status of martyrs even if he dies on his bed.”

4- Allahumma inni as’aluka shahadatan fi sabilik.

5-Narrated by Al-Bukhari, no. 4323, and Muslim, no. 2498. It is adapted from the supplication of the Prophet () for
“Ubayd Abi *Amir, and from his supplication (#) for Abu Burdah (may Allah be pleased with them both).

6- Allahumma ighfirli. Allshumma ij‘alni yawmal-qiyimah fawga kathirin min khalgika min an-nds. Allihumma ighfirli

dhambi, wa adkhilni yawmal-qiyimah mudkhalan karima.
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“0O Allah, guide me among those whom You have
guided, grant me wellbeing among those whom You
have granted wellbeing, protect me among those whom
You have protected, bless for me what You have given
me, and save me from the evil of what You have
decreed. Indeed, the one You have supported is not
humiliated. Blessed are You, O our Lord, and Exalted.”

2- Allshumma ihdini fiman hadayt, wa ‘afini fiman ‘afayt, wa tawallani fiman tawwalayt, wa barik li fima a‘tayt, wa qini
sharra ma gadayt, innahu la yadhillu man walayt, tabarakta rabbana wa ta*alayt.

3- Narrated by Muslim, no. 214. It was said to the Prophet (8): O Messenger of Allah, Tbn Jud*an used to uphold kinship
ties and feed the poor during the Jahiliyyah (pre-Islamic era of ignorance). Will this benefit him? He said: “It will not
benefit him, for he did not ever say: My Lord, forgive my sins on the Day of Judgment.”

4- Rabb ighfirli khati’ati yawmad-din.

5- Narrated by At-Tirmidhi, no. 3577, and classified as Sahth (authentic) by Al-Albani in "Sahth At-Tirmidhi", 3/469:
“Whoever says it, Allah will forgive him even if he has fled from the battlefield.”

6- Astaghfirullah al-‘azhim alladhi la ilaha illahu, al-hayyul-qayyiim, wa atiibu ilayh.
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“0O Allah, forgive me my sin, remove the anger of my heart, and

protect me from the misleading trials.”

“O Allah, make me live according to the Sunnah of Your Prophet

(#5) and take my soul in death upon his way, and protect me from

as-Sunni, he said: “And protect me from Satan” instead of “from the misleading trials.” See its Takhrij by Al-Albani in
"Ad-Da‘Tfah", no. 4207. It has a supporting narration from "Umm Salamah (may Allah be pleased with her) narrated by
Ahmad, no. 26576, 2/44 in a similar manner, and its wording is: “Say: O Allah, Lord of Muhammad, the Prophet, forgive
my sin, remove the anger of my heart, and protect me from the misleading trials as long as You keep us alive.”
Al-Haythami classified it as Hasan (sound) in "Majma‘ Az-Zawa'id", 10/27, and it is also found in At-Tabarni's
"Al-Mu‘jam Al-Kabit", 23/338, no. 785, without the phrase: “as long as You keep us alive.” Tt has a supporting narration
from 'Umm Hani’ (may Allah be pleased with her) who said: O Messenger of Allah, teach me a supplication that I may
recite. He said: “Say: O Allah, forgive my sin...” the Hadith. Narrated by Al-Khara’iti in "I*tilal Al-Qulab", no. 52, and
"Masawi’ Al-Akhlag", no. 323.

2- Allahumma ighfirli dhambi, wa adh'hib ghayzha galbi, wa a‘idhni min mudillat al-fitan.

3- Narrated by Al-Bayhagi in "Al-Kubra," 5/95, from the supplication of Tbn “Umar as Mawqiif (ascribed to him), and this
was reported by Ibn Al-Mulaqqin in "Al-Badr Al-Munir," 6/309, who quoted Ad-Diya’ saying: “Tts chain of narration is
good.” Tbn Mas*id (may Allah be pleased with him) said: “None of you should say: O Allah, T seek refuge in You from
trial, for there is no one who is not encompassed by trial; for Allah says: {Your wealth and your children are but a trial}
[Surat at-Taghabun: 15]. So whoever seeks refuge should seck refuge in Allah from the misleading trials.” Narrated by Ibn
Jarir in his "Tafsir,” 13/475, no. 15912, and mentioned by Ibn Battal in his commentary on "Sahth Al-Bukhari", 4/13.

4- Allahumma ahyni ‘ala sunnati nabiyyika sallallahu “alayhi wa sallam, wa tawaffani ‘ala millatih, wa a‘idhni min

mudillat al-fitan.
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“O Allah, exalt the mention of Muhammad and the family of

Muhammad as You exalted the mention of Abraham and the family of

Abraham, indeed, You are Praiseworthy and Glorious. And bless

Muhammad and the family of Muhammad as You blessed Abraham and
the family of Abraham [in the worlds].
